Fundraising Objectives for the 2008-09 School Year

As you may well know,
back-to-school also means a
return to the hassle of fund-
raising for all families with
school-age children, and
things are no different at
Marion Jordan. The simple
fact is that the Marion Jor-
dan PTA must raise money
so that each and every stu-
dent can benefit from the
many programs and events
that we either sponsor or
support. Our budget pays
for all educational and cul-
tural arts assemblies that our
students attend during the
year. We also support and
staff numerous other pro-
grams, including Young
Authors, Mini-courses, fam-
ily and social events, Book
Fair, etc.

The PTA will spend ap-
proximately $55 per child
to offer our wonderful pro-
grams and events. Unfortu-

nately, a large portion of
our budget goes to paying
for paper and photocopy
costs. In an effort to reduce
these costs, thereby reduc-
ing our budget, we are mak-
ing a serious attempt at go-
ing GREEN and using our
website and email capabili-
ties as the primary means of
informing our families of
events.

We are acutely aware of the
burden that fundraising puts
on our families and volun-
teers. This year, we elimi-
nated the Entertainment
Book fundraiser and have
held only one major catalog
fundraiser, Innisbrook
Wraps, as we started off the
school year.

This year, you will see a
major shift on our part to
emphasize Direct Dona-
tion to the PTA as an alter-

native to asking families to
purchase catalog items that
they may not need or want.
Direct donation offers si-
multaneous benefits to both
the PTA and our families,
including a 100% profit
margin to the PTA, a lower
out-of-pocket cost to the
donor, more time for every-
one to focus on things other
than fundraising, and re-
duced paper and printing
costs for the PTA. In addi-
tion, your direct donation is
tax-deductible. Ideally, our
hope is to eliminate — or at
least minimize — our reli-
ance on catalog and product
sales.
