Center. Weekly or Biweekly – Flexible Hours 
 
____S.P.A.R.K. (Special Education Parents Accessing 
Resources & Knowledge) provides a means of educating 
parents, providing resources and networking opportunities 
for families whose children learn differently or have special 
needs.
